Oxygen Datasets with bias corrections:

All three datasets contain oxygen profiles after 1944. 
All WHOI profiles before 1960 have been deleted (as biased because of use of wrong chemical)

A total of 692,492 profiles at observed levels

The observed level data have been interpolated on 10-meter levels. The format is the same as in the previous version from April 2025.

The number of profiles on 10-meter levels is about 587500 (differs very slightly between the variants )

I prepared three variants of interpolated data :

Variant 1

1)Deep offset relative to climatology (1500-1900m) subtracted from profiles for the six main data contributors: US SU JP CA AU FR

2) The rest of profiles (e.g. from all other countries) is adjusted on US data (for which deep offset was removed).

Variant 2
